She spent months
recuperating with the help of her family and was able to save her all of her limbs. She believes that her positive
attitude helped her during this very difficult time. Hartman’s injuries have limited her to a modest fixed income,
making even minor home repairs difficult.

This special one-day event kicks-off at 8 a.m. on Friday, June 15, 2007, at 7224 High Street, Maplewood, Mo.
63143 and is part of a celebration launched last fall by Rebuilding Together National and its affiliates across the
United States. The goal of the celebration is to focus attention on the work done by more than 3 million
volunteers and the delivery of more than $1 billion in home rehabilitation services since Rebuilding Together’s
inception 18 years ago.

“Rebuilding Together is honored to be able to provide Ms. Hartman some much needed assistance and proud
to be marking this major milestone in the organization’s history,” said Rebuilding Together-St. Louis President
Bob Staed.
